RECTOR’S REFLECTIONS – LAMBETH CONFERENCE 

The Every Ten-Year  Episcopal Gather ing 

Next month Episcopal and Anglican bishops from 
around the world will gather at the University of Kent 
for what is called “ The Lambeth Conference” .  The title 
comes from the name of the Archbishop of Canterbury’s 
official residence, Lambeth Palace, where the original 
conferences were held.  The Lambeth Conference is held 
once every ten years and is one of the Anglican 
Communion’s “ instruments of unity,”  those signs of 
mutual respect and affection which hold us together.  
The following article was published by Episcopal News 
Service as an introduction to and explanation of the 
Lambeth Conference, and I thought it a good idea to 
offer it here.  Through the coming weeks, I encourage 
you to remember our bishop, Mark, and all the bishops 
who will be in attendance.  May they have safe travel to 
and from England, and may their time together be 
productive and strengthen of our Communion. 

Lambeth Conference will focus on equipping bishops 
for mission

[Episcopal News Service] When the bishops of the 
Anglican Communion convene in Canterbury this 
summer for the 2008 Lambeth Conference, they will 
find a gathering differing in many ways from its 
predecessors and one that is intended to strengthen their 
sense of a shared Anglican identity and help to equip 
them for their roles as leaders in mission.  

Archbishop of Canterbury Rowan Williams has invited 
more than 800 bishops to attend the July 16-August 3 
conference on the campus of the University of Kent in 
southeast England. A separate conference for the 
bishops© spouses will run concurrently. 

Unlike previous conferences, the 2008 gathering will 
include fewer plenary sessions, opting instead for

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smaller study groups where the bishops can interact on a 
more personal level. 

The conference will begin with three retreat days "in 
which we can spend time together in quiet and begin to 
direct our minds towards the central issues of faith," said 
Williams. 

The main conference days are split into four sections: 
group Bible study, expanded group meetings, self-
selecting groups and optional "fringe" events. Bible 
study groups will include about eight bishops and will be 
followed by expanded groups of about 40 bishops. For 
the self-selecting groups, the bishops may choose 
between various workshops, seminars or discussions that 
will focus on a particular conference topic. Fringe events 
will provide an opportunity for entertainment and 
fellowship through film screenings, theater productions, 
dinners and discussions. 

According to the Lambeth Conference Design Group, 
which has met regularly since February 2004 in 
preparation for the 2008 gathering, the bishops will 
address issues such as the Millennium Development 
Goals, HIV/AIDS, ethical/green living, Anglican 
identity and the Anglican covenant, the Listening 
Process, and ecumenical and interfaith relationships. 

The conference "will not resemble a parliamentary 
debating chamber with a string of resolutions but will 
aim to provide time and space for spiritual reflection, 
learning, sharing and discerning," the group notes. 

Not a lawmaking body 

The gathering, which has been convened roughly once 
every 10 years since its inception in 1867, "has never 
been a lawmaking body in the strict sense, and it wasn©t 
designed to be one: Every local Anglican province 
around the world has its own independent system of 
church law, and there is no supreme court," Williams 
said at the January launch of the conference program. 

During a pre-conference hospitality initiative, every 
bishop and spouse attending the Lambeth Conference 
and Spouses Conference will enjoy the hospitality of an 
English, Scottish or Welsh diocese. 

Citing the work of Anglican organizations such as the 
Mothers© Union and the partnership relations between 
bishops and dioceses from different parts of the 
communion, Williams said: "These close and personal 
relationships, which are not often in the headlines 
because they simply carry on doing the work they set out 
to do, are part of the solid ground that helps us cope with 

the turbulence in other areas. The program of pre-
Lambeth hospitality which is being offered by local 
churches here in the United Kingdom will help to 
consolidate these relationships for the future, in ways 
that will respect the integrity of all." 

Some bishops and primates have indicated their 
intention to boycott the Lambeth Conference. But 
Williams has said that, "in spite of the painful 
controversies which have clouded the life of the 
communion for the last few years, there remains, as 
many people have repeatedly said, a very strong loyalty 
to each other and a desire to stay together." 

New Hampshire Bishop Gene Robinson, an openly gay 
man ordained a bishop in 2003, has not been invited to 
attend the conference as an official participant, but he 
plans to visit Canterbury. 

Expressing his gratitude for the hard work of the design 
group and Sue Parks, Lambeth Conference manager, 
Williams described the program as "unusually varied 
and original" and said it would provide "a fresh style of 
working which will allow us both to confront differences 
honestly and to be focused anew on our primary tasks of 
service and mission." 

The Rev. Ian Douglas, a member of the design group 
and Angus Dun professor of world Christianity at 
Episcopal Divinity School in Cambridge, Massachusetts, 
said, "Conversation across differences for the sake of 
building up the body of Christ and strengthening the 
Anglican Communion is exactly what we need right 
now."

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WARDEN’S WANDERINGS: GOALS AND TIMELINES 

Your vestry and I recently had the honor of participating 
in a casual dinner hosted by Bishop Mark 
Hollingsworth, Jr., together with other vestries in the 
diocese.  Some of us also attended regional workshops 
designed to tackle some of the resolutions adopted by 
the diocese.  I wanted to share with you some of my 

insights from these events.  

The Bishop’s comments at 
both reminded me that 
while we may think we 
have unique struggles, 
both on a personal level 
and at a church level, we 
are truly a part of a much 
larger body called the 
Episcopal Church, and 
more specifically we are 
an integral part of the 
Episcopal Diocese of 
Ohio. 

Bishop Hollingsworth is 
keenly interested in 

expanding our limited parochial views of issues at the 
church level, and seeks to help us grow together with the 
diocese as a whole.  As we face locally current pressures 
and stresses, we can all take some comfort in knowing 
that every other church family faces some of the same 
issues, and that by working more closely with others 
who may have gone before us, we will not need to 
always reinvent the wheel.  Likewise as we, the 
members of  St Paul’s have been down roads that others 
have yet to travel, can assist them in making their 
journey an easier one  

Some of the resolutions adopted by the diocese include 
the following: 

·  The Bishop has authorized the formation of a 
Christian Formation Commission (CFC) which 
will provide oversight for Christian education 
and life-long learning programs (children, youth 
and adult) within the diocese.  The Bishop and 
the diocesan staff are committed to the idea that 
every baptized person should be engaged in 
learning processes throughout life. 

·  Natural Church Development (NCD) will be the 
primary church growth model used in the 
diocese through at least 2012. 

·  The Commission on Ministry is directed to 
consider and recommend additional models of 
priestly formation, including local education of 
ordinands, particularly working adults who may 
be called to change careers. 

·  The Congregational Development Commission 
(CDC) is to develope a model for facilitating 
regional conversations among parishes. 

·  The appointment of a new Deanery Review 
Board for research, development and 
implementation of a new model for 
collaboration between local parishes. 

·  Creation of new covenantal relationships 
between parishes within the dioceses for no less 
than 3 years, to work together in areas of joint 
interest.  The parishes in Hudson and Shelby 
have been pioneers in this sort of linkage. 

·  Greater participation and diversity in council 
meetings through the use of new technology 
(audio/web conferences, web-meetings) to 
facilitate better communication. 

·  Creation of covenant relationships with parishes 
and dioceses in global mission outside the 
United States. 

·  The CDC will offer new programs of education 
for evangelism and invitation, designed to 
encourage our people to reflect on and share 
their own faith experiences with others. 

We at St. Paul’s Parish are well on our own path to 
implementing NCD.  The potential benefits from 
entering into covenant relationships with other parishes 
are endless, and the improved deanery models will allow 
us all to better communicate about and work on our 
common issues . We were able to meet and talk with 
many other vestry members and other active persons all 
of whom pledged to work together as we seek to 
strengthen our diocese.  We hope to continue to expand 
our relationships with others through out the diocese as 
we tackle these topics.  

I think we all were encouraged by the inspiration offered 
us by Bishop Hollingsworth and we look forward to 
working with him, with our own clergy and staff, and 
with other parishes.

Most perennials can stand to be moved in the fall, 
and the Lay Weeders will do all the work and leave a 
clean worksite into the bargain!  More on this later.

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BUILDING COMMITTEE: PLANS, PROJECTS & PROGRESS 

The Building Committee has been very busy.  Presently, 
we are working on three important projects in the life of 
our present and future parish. 

Chancel Renovation 

As Fr. Eric announced recently during the services 
recently, we have received a very generous gift form the 
Bruckmann Family in memory of Jack Bruckmann, and 
have been asked to use the money, in the near future, for 
a parish renovation.  We have been considering a project 
that will be beneficial to all parishioners, a renovation of 
the chancel (altar area). This will include the removal 
and installation of the existing carpeting and installation 
of hardwood.  We also eliminate the treacherous second 
step at the Altar which has been the cause of a few 
injuries and quite a few close calls.  We are also 
exploring a relocation of the organ keyboard.  These 
changes will provide safety, improved acoustics, better 
access, useful flexibility, and improved communication 
between the choir and director.  The present choir pews 
will be replaced by chairs, which will allow ease of 
seating and variations permissible by this flexible 
seating alternative. Our choir, organist, and all 
parishioners will benefit from this generous gift and 
renovation. 

We will be utilizing the services of Simmons Brothers 
Construction, who have provided a very affordable bid 
for new natural wood flooring and renovation. They 
were chosen because they are a local firm with a good 
reputation for church projects in the immediate area, in 
addition to their experience with our facility as the main 
contractor for remodeling done in 1991.   

Waltz Proper ty Purchase 

Your Vestry was approached several months ago by the 
family of Virgina Waltz, the elderly woman who owns 
the two properties east of and immediately adjacent the 
church property along East Liberty Street, with a 
proposal that they sell those lots to us at a price of 
$170,000.  After due investigation and research, we have 
negotiated a contract of sale for $144,250 for the two 
properties.  This purchase is contingent on several 
conditions including proper financing, diocesan approval 
(required by the canons), and city approval and zoning 
of the lots for church use.   

We believe acquisition of these properties is very 
important to the future growth of our Parish.  Presently, 
we are working with architect Bob Arnold, of Arnold 

Architectural Strategies, and the Cleveland Restoration 
Society to secure one of the contingincies needed to keep 
this purchase moving forward: a permit from the Medina 
Planning Commission for the demolition or removal of 
the houses on the lots.  Mr. Arnold and the Restoration 
Society will be reporting for us on the relative costs and 
merits of renovation vs. demolition.  As unbiased 
professionals, their input will be crucial to the project’s 
favorable review by the Planning Department.   

We are fortunate to have several staff and parishioners 
involved with this effort including Fr. Eric, Senior 
Warden Bob Otworth, Junior Warden Mark Hansen, 
Stewardship Chair Ray Sizemore, Past Senior Warden 
Michael Marquard, and Building Committee Chair Tim 
Scheel.  All of their efforts will be required to complete 
this transaction so important to our future expansion 
requirements and growth as a parish. 

The newly appointed Legacy & Endowment Committee 
will also assisting in keeping the congregation up-to-date 
about the Waltz property purchase and other financial 
information about the parish.  You can expect to receive 
regular detailed up-dates from them. 

Capital Campaign 

In the near future, you will be made aware of a Capital 
Campaign.  Your Vestry has recognized the need to raise 
a substantial amount of money for anticipated future 
expansion of the Parish’s building, not simply as a result 
of acquiring the Waltz property, but also to provide for 
current and future growth of the congregation, and 
maintenance and up-keep of our beautiful facilities.  Our 
church building seems to be already in need of a new 
roof which may cost as much as $250,000!  We have 
been paying substantial amounts for building 
maintenance over the past few years, even being as 
conservative as your vestry can be.  Building 
maintenance costs over the past three years have been:  
2005 - $7,001; 2006 - $15,898; 2007 - $14,085.  Already 
in 2008, during the first four months, we have had to 
spend $9,435 from the operating budget, and the 
separate St. Paul’s Building Maintenance Fund has been 
reduced by nearly $6,000.  We love our historic 
building, but we must face the fact that it is aging and in 
need of major renovations. 

An architect and building design group will be required 
to help us make the transition to renewal of existing 
space, to new space utilization, and to designing and 
building additional space.  This will not be a short term 
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project and although a substantial amount of money will 
be required (at this time, we estimate the fund drive will 
seek in the neighborhood of $3-5 million), we cannot 
shrink from our responsibility as stewards of St. Paul’s 
historic church buildings. 

Exciting But Not Intimidating 

As you can see, our building issues are very exciting and 
they may seem intimidating.  However, your Vestry, 
Staff and many parishioners are all involved moving 

ahead in these projects and moving St. Paul’s Parish into 
the future.  As these plans and projects move forward, 
you will be apprised of our progress: we invite your 
comments and your involvement!  Remember, this is 
your parish!

ALTAR GUILD MANUAL IN PREPARATION 

You may have noticed several color changes of the Altar 
Hangings and vestments during the month of May.   

We went from the white 
used during the season of 
Easter, to the Red for 
Pentecost (which is also 
called “Whitsunday”  
because under an older 
tradition the color was 
while).  We then changed 
back to white for Trinity 
Sunday, before settling 
into Ordinary Time 
during which we use 
green hangings and 
vestments.   

The green will be used for 26 weeks, until November 23, 
when we return to white to celebrate the Last Sunday 
after Pentecost - also know as “The Feast of Christ The 
King.”   We will then change to our Advent color of 
either blue or purple. 

During Ordinary Time there may be some change in 
color for special celebrations; for example, on June 22 
we will celebrate the rector’s ordination anniversary and 
on June 29 we will celebrate one of our patronal feasts, 
The Feast of Sts. Peter & Paul.  On both those days, we 
will you the “hand-print”  frontal created by our Sunday 
School Children. 

The color of the veil covering the Chalice, used on 
Wednesday evening, does reflect the special days that 
can be celebrated during the week; commemorating 
sainst – historic bishops, abbots or abbesses, deacons, 
priests, lay persons, martyrs, and missionaries. 

If you ever have a query as to why certain colors are 
used at different times, please ask me or Fr. Eric and I©m 
sure we can come up with the answer.  (Fr. Eric gave an 
impromptu lesson one Wednesday evening on the whys 
of the various colors, it was quite an interesting history 
lesson.)

NATURAL CHURCH DEVELOPMENT HAS BEGUN  

As Senior Warden Bob Otworth sets out in his article in 
this issue of the parish newsletter, the Diocesan 
Convention in 2007 adopted a resolution to see the 
Natural Church Development process implemented in as 
many parishes as possible for 2012.  This is part of the 
Diocese’s Mission Strategy goals. 

Your Vestry has appointed a Church Health Team, 
which will oversee the Natural Church Development 
(NCD) process and activities at St. Paul’s Parish  They 
will be accountable to the Vestry and report to them on a 
monthly basis. The members include Jeff Berno, Rick 
King, Steve Rucinski, Kathy Stehno and Leigh 
Thurman.  The Church Health Team (CHT) has met 
three times with the last meeting on May 8, 2008.   

Part of the NCD process is working with a “coach” .  Our 
parish will work with Jeff Downey from St. James’  
Episcopal Church in Boardman, Ohio, who was trained 
in NCD through the Diocese.  He was introduced to the 
Vestry and all members of the CHT at the May Vestry 
meeting. 

At the CHT’s first meeting, we reviewed the complete 
membership roster of St. Paul’s, Medina, and selected 

the thirty individuals who took the survey on Sunday, 
April 27, 2008, and Sunday, May 4, 2008.  These 
persons were selected on the basis of the very strict NCD 
guidelines and to represent as broad a sampling of the 
congregation as possible.  In addition to the selection 
process, the attendees read and discussed parts of the 
book Color  Your  Wor ld with Natural Church 
Development by Christian Schwarz to gain more 
understanding about Natural Church Development. 

The survey was completed on May 4 and the forms have 
been sent to the Diocesan office of Congregation 
Development.  We want to thank all the participants who 
took the survey as a sample of our parish.  The next time 
to survey is taken, in about a year, we will use a different 
group of persons.  We should receive a report within a 
few weeks.  This will tell us what our “minimum factor”  
is from among the eight quality characteristics on which 
the Natural Church Development model is based. 

We will keep the entire Parish informed whenever the 
opportunity presents itself.  As one of those 
opportunities, we will use the monthly St. Paul’s Sword 
of the Spirit.  When the survey report is received, we 
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will schedule focus group meetings for parish at large to 
review the same, and understand and brainstorm what 
the issues are relevant to our “minimum factor”  and how 
we can address them. 

The booklet The ABC’s of Natural Church 
Development has been put on the table near the hallway 
entrance to the church for all parishioners to take and 
learn more about NCD. 

Gwen Eagleson is our liaison with the Parish Prayer 
Chain, the members of which are praying for the Natural 
Church Development process at St. Paul’s Parish.  We 

invite you to pray for this process and our parish’s 
growth, as well. 

To answer questions about NCD (such as why there 
were only 30 survey participants), Jeff Berno offered a 
program about Natural Church Development at the 
Wednesday Evening Study Group on May 7 and at the 
May Vestry meeting.  If you have questions at this 
beginning phase, please ask any of us on the CHT, or Fr. 
Eric or Bob Otworth, both of whom are trained NCD 
coaches.

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 TREASURER’S TOTALS AND BOOKKEEPER’S BASICS 

The financial reports for the month ending April 31, 2008, were presented to the Vestry at its May meeting.  The 
following is a summary of the Operating Fund report:

Once again, while we had expected to be in “ red ink”  at 
this time in the year, we find ourselves much more 
deeply “ in the red”  than anticipated – about six times as 
much!  Why? 

As shown last month, one reason is that income is down 
below anticipated levels.  Pledged contributions are 
caught up to 96% of what was budgeted and we are very 
grateful to our pledging households for their faithfulness.  
“General contributions,”  those from identified by non-
pledging givers, are 65% of what we had expected.   

Other contributions (loose plate, “Just Because Fund” , 
altar flowers, and so forth) total about 79% of what we 
expected.  The shortfall in donations accounts for 94% 
of the deficit in anticipated income.  The remainder of 
the income deficit is a result of the money market’s poor 
performance and its effect on our investments! 

The total contribution income deficit is somewhat offset 
by miscellaneous income (which is primarily constituted 

of  the donations made by outside groups using our 
facility).   

The lower-than-expected income accounts for 41% of 
the total deficit shown in the summary. 

The second reason, accounting for the remainder of the 
difference, is on the expense side:  Building Chair Tim 
Scheel in a separate article has written about the 
expenses incurred in up-keep of our historic building.  
As you can see above, we are running nearly $6,900 
over budget of “operations,”  nearly all of this is a result 
of expensive maintenance on our facility!  Maintenance 
and repairs alone account for 45% of our deficit! 

The Rector, the Vestry and the Treasurers are grateful to 
all members of St. Paul’s Parish for your continuing 
support.  We continue to do our best to exercise 
fiduciary management of the church and its assets.

We purchased 
400 pounds of potatoes, 480 pounds of bananas, 96 
pounds of carrots and 135 pounds of cabbage from 
Marc’s at a cost of $359.60 and 200 loaves of bread 
from Aldi Foods at a cost of $168.00.  

Panera’s donation of bread, bagels, cookies and pastries 
was valued at $400.76. 

Our thanks to Vicki and Ray Sizemore for picking up 42 
bins of food we received from the Medina Post Office 
Community Food Drive.  The awesome Wednesday 
Night Youth Group, Audrey, Brenna, Dylan, Jeff, 
Nathan, Sam and Sarah, sorted and checked expiration 
dates on more than 1,400 pounds of non-perishables in 
under an hour!  Mary Anthony, Mark Hansen, Don 
Powell and Ray Sizemore assisted Paul and me in 
packing everything into boxes.

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HISTORIC MINISTERS, HISTORIC GIFTS 

An Historic Rector 

The Rev. William Granville was the third rector of St. 
Paul’s Episcopal Church.  He came to the parish in 1836 
and served until 1844.  He was born in England in 1796 
and died in Medina in 1876.  After retiring from active 
ministry, he kept an apothecary shop and a commission 
agency for farmers.   

At St. Paul’s, he was the treasurer for the Pew Rent and 
also became the general treasurer of the parish itself.  
(This is not something that would be permitted under 
contemporary canons!)  According to the parish records 
that the church owed Mr. Granville $69.91 when he 
resigned as rector in 1844, but he was not the debt until 
Feb. 25, 1856.  

The Rev. Mr. Granville is buried in the Old City 
Cemetery adjacent to the church property on the west.  
His gravestone is badly deteriorated.  A new marker, 
made of gray and black granite with bronze plaque has 
been purchased by St. Paul’s Episcopal Church Women 
from the Massillon Plaque Company of Canton, and will 
be installed soon. 

Other Historic Ministers 

The first sexton (custodian) of St. Paul’s was Gil 
Willard, who took care of the second church building, 

the clapboard structure, in 1854.  Mr. Willard paid 
$30.00 a year. 

Our first organist, who played on an old pump organ was 
Lucy A. Dunham.  She was contracted at $60.00 a year 
on condition that she play the organ “on the Sabbath and 
other days for 2 years.”  

Some Historic Gifts 

Our records reveal the following about some of the 
historic memorial gifts that have been given to the parish 
over the years: 

·  The Baptismal Fount was given by Zachary 
Deam in 1860 and came from Henly, England. 

·  The silver tea service was given by the 
Episcopal Church Women. 

·  The washstand in the sacristy was given by 
Helen Wyman as a memorial to her husband 
John Wyman in 1974 

·  The silver punch bowl and ladle were given in 
memorial of Helen Parish in 1992 by Jane 
Garrett.
