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RECTOR’S REFLECTIONS: DEACONS

Great Ordination Service!

What a great day June 13, 2009, was! The ordination of
George Baum, Vince Black, Matt Humm, Jennifer
Leider, and David Nelson to the Sacred Order of
Deacons, and the reception of Fr. Dan Knaup, Jr., into
the priesthood of the Episcopal Church, was truly a
once-in-alifetime event. Trinity Cathedral was packed;
estimates of attendance are over 500 according to
diocesan staff members! The procession of ordinands,
banners, presenters and sponsors, attending clergy,
acolytes, Standing Committee members, Commission on
Ministry members, and (bringing up the rear) Bishop
Hollingsworth was breathtaking. The music was
wonderful.

Each ordinand was individually presented, then they
were asked as a group if they were truly called to the
ministry and office of deacon in Christ’s church. After
that, the bishop addressed the congregation asking, “Isit
your will that they be ordained
deacons?’ With one loud voice the
assembled faithful responded, “IT
IS!”

And so it proceeded. The Rev. Alan
Gates, rector of St. Paul’s Parish,
Cleveland Heights and chair of the |
Commission on Ministry, preached §
one of the best ordination homilies |
have ever heard. His text can be
read on (or downloaded from) the
diocesan website and | strongly urge
each of you to do that.

Each of these new deacons is what the church calls “a
transitional deacon” meaning that in six to twelve
months each will be ordained again to the Sacred Order
of Priests. So what is this diaconal ordination all about?
What istheir ministry at thistime?

The Role and Ministry of the Deacon

First of all, what they cannot do is perform the
Sacraments. A deacon cannot be the celebrant at Holy
Communion. A deacon cannot pronounce absolution
either in private confession or at the general confession
during worship. A deacon is not the normative minister
of Holy Baptism. Sacramental ministry is the ministry
and role of a priest or bishop. So Jennifer and her
colleagues will not be presiding at the Eucharist during
their transitional diaconate; they will not be performing
baptisms or weddings, they will not be hearing
confession.

Nonetheless, they are ordained clergy of the church with
a separate and distinctive ministry. As Fr. Gates
reminded us in his sermon, theirsisaministry of service

and message.

A deacon is a clergyperson who assists the bishop and
priests. He or sheis ordained to athree-fold ministry of
servanthood with these emphases:

Charity in which he or she is of service to the
community and encourages the community to
engage in service;
Word in which he or she proclaims the message
of the Gospel, preaches, and teaches; and
Liturgy in which he or she assists at Holy
Communion, administers the Eucharist with the
presiding priest, and leads the community in
prayer.
The deacon’s identity is found not in what the deacon
does, but in who the deacon is. Deacons minister in
many different settings from the
traditional parish to prisons,
hospitals, convalescent homes,
juvenile detention centers, shelters
for the homeless or the abused,
soup kitchens, police departments,
and corporations. Regardless of
where a deacon finds him- or
herself, it is there that the deacon
serves, and in that service
encourages othersto do so aswell.

Deacons are the eyes, ears, hands,
arms, and feet of the bishop. Ordained by the bishop,
they serve as the bishop directs. Usualy thisisin a
parish setting, but it could be anywhere the bishop feels
aneed. Having received the sacrament of Holy Orders,
the deacon works in harmony with priests and bishops to
build up the Kingdom of God.

Service as a deacon can take on broad meanings. One
quickly finds that whatever one does, it is diacona
servicel Many deacons, especialy those who are not
called to further ordination into the priesthood, bring
their ministry into the workplace. They bring the
presence of Jesus to the markets where they shop, to the
places where they play, to their acquaintances, friends,
and families! There are so many areas of service outside
the parish that deacons have more opportunities than
they could ever take advantage of. The important thing
to remember is that deacons are not supposed to do all of
the ministries of the church, to meet all of the needs they
identify, to serve all the people in need. Rather, they are



to model that ministry, and empower and encourage all
members of the church to serve, to meet needs, and to do
ministry.

Of course, we must not forget the deacon’s liturgical
role. Thisroleisnot the primary focus of adeacon’slife
and ministry, asit is for priests; it is, instead, secondary
to the deacon’s role of service and message. It is
important that the community see the deacon ministering
from the atar vested distinctively as a deacon (with the
clergy stole worn crosswise over the left shoulder and
tied at the right hip), but this liturgical role flows out of,
is aresult of, and underscores their peculiar ministry of
service and message.

For a few weeks, we will have enjoyed Jennifer's
diaconal ministry reflected in her liturgical role. She
will have read the Gospel, preached, invited us to pray
for the church and for the world, encouraged us to
confess our sins, continued to assist in the distribution of
communion, and sent us forth into the world at the
conclusion of worship.

Welcoming Fr. Knaup

Just a word of explanation about the priest who was
received at the service. Fr. Dan Knaup, Jr., was not
ordained, because he had already been ordained in the
Roman Catholic Church. Fr. Dan decided to change his
ecclesiad alegiance to the Episcopa Church and was,
therefore, received by the bishop as a priest of our
church after a period of appropriate training (sometimes
humorously referred to as “re-treading”.) We welcome
him as a priest in the Anglican tradition and, as he heads
off for overseas duty as a U.S. Army chaplain, we pray
for his ministry and his safety.

Saying “ Good-Bye” to Jennifer!

But those few weeks will have been just that ... al too
few. Jennifer's husband, Dr. Stephen Leider, has been
hired to teach economics at the School of Business at the
University of Michigan in Ann Arbor. His work there
begins on July 1, 2009, so as of the beginning of this
month, Jennifer isleaving us.

| have been greatly enriched by Jennifer’s presence and
ministry as intern and pastoral assistant, and | will miss
her, as I'm sure will al of you. “What will we do when
Jennifer is gone?’ is a question I’ve heard more than
once!

We will goon, I'm sure. We will do what we did before
Jennifer came, but with some differences. Jennifer was
instrumental in starting the parish Knitting Circle, which
will continue under the guidance of volunteers. She
started the weekly email parents newdetter, which
Mary Anthony will continue. She has assisted in fine-
tuning our Celtic liturgies which will continue, and in
coordinating our changes in Communion distribution
which will continue.

We will also explore the possibility of calling another
assistant, perhaps another intern, perhaps a deacon,
possibly later even a second priest. Jennifer’s tenure
with us has demonstrated the benefits to our community
of having a second pastoral staff person, and we should
not let the lessons of her ministry here go unlearned.

Jennifer, thank you for sharing your gifts with usl May
God bless you and your ministry wherever God may call
you to serve. Remember, the Will of God will never
take you where the Love of God cannot sustain you.

Each day our parish website (www.stpaul s-medina.org)
features a saint or other commemoration on the church
calendar. As the Episcopa Church calendar has many
ferias (days not dedicated to commemoration of a saint
or other festival), we often look to the calendars of our
sister Anglican Provinces for our featured saint.

On the general Catholic calendar in July we find the
traditional commemoration of the New Testament saint
Mary Magdalene (July 22). On the Episcopa Church
calendar, we find recognition of the American anti-
slavery advocates Elizabeth Cady Stanton, Amelia
Bloomer, Sojourner Truth, and Harriet Ross Tubman
(jointly remembered on July 20). From the Church of
England’s calendar, we will commemorate St. Swithun
(yes, there was a St. Swithun!), a Ninth Century Bishop
of Winchester (July 15). Of course, we will aso
commemorate our national Independence Day on July 4.

Each day’s website entry includes some information
about the saint or feast being commemorated and a
suggested prayer to include in your daily devotions. The
website entries also contain a scrollable one-week
calendar of parish activities and alink to our interactive
calendar where you can find the whole month (and
beyond) together with details about parish events.

Visit the parish website daily to learn about the saints
and commemorations of the church calendar, and about
events coming up on the parish calendar. The website

OUTREACH: FREE FARMERS’ MARKET

May: 190 families with 55 seniors, 301 adults and 155
children were served

We received a total of 1,641 pounds of food from The
Akron-Canton Regiona Foodbank at a cost of $174.73.
Average cost of food was 11¢ per pound. Purchased
items included meat, chicken, cookies, spaghetti sauce,
peanut butter, applesauce, lemonade mix, hand soap, and
body wash. Panera Bread donated bread, rolls, and
pastries. Walmart donated dog and cat food so that we
can also provide something for those furry companions.

We were also blessed with donations from the parish as
well as 34 boxes of food from the U.S. Postal Service
Food Drive that was conducted on May 9, 2009. We are
still trying to sort through al of the items and organize
them for distribution but are extremely thankful for the
generosity of the community in providing support to the
local food pantries.

OUTREACH: BATTERED WOMEN’S SHELTER

St. Paul’ s Parish has long been a supporter of our county
Battered Women's Shelter. Did you know that in May
2009 the Battered Women's Shelter of Summit and
Medina Counties was chosen as a Champion in Action
in the housing category. Safe and stable housing are
keys to success for victims and their children fleeing
abusive relationships. At the shelter® Crisis Center,
survivors receive safe shelter, clothing, food, case
management and 24-hour crisis intervention to regain
stability.

After one month, clients may receive housing through
the Step Il Transitional Program, where they are able to
focus on long-term goals such as saving, education and
employment. Step Il assists clients who are working or
in school to achieve self-sufficiency by providing rent
and utility assistance and continuing supportive services
as needed.

“The staff of the women® shelter - and the women and
children they serve - are incredible people whose stories
are an ingpiration,” says Carrie Carpenter, vice president
and director of public affairs at Charter One Ohio which
made a grant award to the shelter as part of the
Champion in Action recognition. “Providing a fresh

What would you say to spending eleven days in England
during the Easter Season of 2010?

TREASURER’S TOTALS

Our income picture remained relatively stable in May;
some pledgers are still a bit behind on pledges, so
April’s shortfall of approximately $5,000 in promised
parishioner donations is again seen in the income
statement.

As has been previously reported, expenses are running
higher than expected because of the need for more snow
remova than anticipated, higher heating costs (50%
more than expected), and the cost of the damage in the
Sacristy and the men’'s room (which we have recuped
from insurance).

In addition, we continue to expend property acquisition
costs as we compl ete the demolition phase of ownership
of the two Waltz propertiess. The houses were
demolished in late May and that cost will come due
soon, as will the cost of final grading and dressing of the
lots.

meeting detailing the financia activities through the end
of May, 2009.

Although the nearly $30,000 of “red ink” shown on this
summary statement may appear alarming, it realy isn't.
Nearly $25,000 of that is comprised of non-operating
expenses which have been paid from the genera
operating fund; this fund will be “reimbursed” with
monies in other church accounts. In truth, therefore, we
are doing about $10,000 better at this point in the year
than we had anti cipated when the budget was prepared in
November 2008. So al isnot as bleak as it may appear.

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JUuLY BUILDING & GROUNDS ACTIVITY

July will see a flurry of activity in the up-keep and
renovation of St. Paul’s Church’s building and grounds.

Eastern Properties

JTS Landscaping will be here the week after July 4 to
complete the transformation of the eastern properties
acquired last year. They will completely grade and
smooth out the front halves of the two lots, using a
machine called a “rockhound” to

clear the top of the soil and

prepare it for seeding. (The

rockhound is a sort of motorized

landscape rake that picks up small

to medium size rock and stones

and removes them from the land.

This prepares the ground to

receive grass seed.)

The landscapers will then seed the
properties with a mixture of rye
and bluegrass, fertilize the seed,
and cover the seed with straw
mulch. Within a few weeks the
grass will sprout and we will have
alovely new lawn on those | ots.

The Gardening Group, the

intrepid volunteers who are up-

grading al of our flower beds and

the Memorial Garden, and others

who are interested will be taking a

field trip to look at labyrinth

instalations in the surrounding area. Specifically, on
July 5 the group plans to visit Ursuline College in
Pepper Pike and St. Andrew’s Presbyterian Church in
Berea, both of which have outdoor labyrinths. A
labyrinth is one idea for landscaping the front 100 feet of
the eastern properties (as required by city code).

Memorial Garden and Columbarium

In addition, the Gardening Group and others with an
interest in the care of the Memorial Garden are laying
the groundwork for improving the Columbarium area.
By the time this issue of the newsletter has been
distributed, a Memorial Garden planning session will
have taken place. We al acknowledge that the
Memorial Garden and Columbarium need to be better
tended and this meeting will start the ball rolling on
doing just that. Decisions will be made about renewal of
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plantings, a schedule for regular maintenance,
replacement of the saints statues which have been
damaged over time and of the meditation benches,
policies for choice and placement of plants and
ornaments, and several other items of concern.

If you have an interest in gardening or in the

mai ntenance of the Memorial Garden and Columbarium,
please let us know by contacting
the Church Office. We will make
sure you are included in notices of
grounds maintenance meetings
and events.

Parish Hall Renovations

Meanwhile, as the exterior is
being improved during July’s first
full week, much the same thing
will be happening in the Parish
Hall.

After church services on June 28,
the furniture in the Parish Hall
will  have been temporarily
relocated elsewhere in the
building, and later that week
volunteers will have removed the
carpetingg  On July 6, loca
restoration painter Jim Cook and
his crew will be here to remove
the existing wall paper, prepare
the walls and woodwork, and
paint the room. The woodwork will be painted white
(the same tone of white as in the church hallway); this
will include the window and door casings, painted doors
and windows, crown moldings, and chair rail. Above
the chair rail, the wall will be painted a neutral shade
called Smply Beige; below the rail, the surface will be
dlightly darker shade called Truly Tan.

Once the painting is completed, a multi-color (but
basically blue) high-grade, commercial, heavy-traffic,
dirt-resistant carpeting called Shadow Link Il from Kraus
Carpet Mills will be installed. Parishioner Jann Dyke
who owns an interior decorating firm in Wellington is
assisting us in procuring the carpeting and having it
installed.

By summer’s end, things will be quite up-to-date at St.
Paul’ s Church, both inside and out!

Saying “ Good-Bye’ to Dina!

Summer and Pets

Summer is atime for both you and your pet to enjoy the
sunshine and outdoors, but the season is a time to take
proper precautions. We offer you these tips from the
Humane Saociety to keep your furry friends safe.

Never Leave Your Pet in the Car

In nice weather you may be tempted to take your pet
with you in the car while you travel or do errands. But
during warm weather, the inside of your car can reach
120 degreesin amatter of minutes, even if you' re parked
in the shade. This can mean rea trouble for your
companion animals left in the car.

We dogs and cats can’t perspire and can only dispel heat
by panting and through the pads of our feet. If we are
left in hot cars even briefly, we can suffer from heat
exhaustion, heat stroke, brain damage, and can even die.
Don't think that just because you'll be gone "just a
minute" that your pet will be safe while you're gone;
even an air-conditioned car with the motor off isn’t
healthy for your pet. It's better to leave your friend at
home!

Don’'t Put Your Pet In the Back of a Truck

It is very dangerous, and in some states illegal, to drive
with a dog in the back of a pick-up truck. Not only can

flying debris cause serious injury, but a dog may be
unintentionally thrown into traffic if the driver suddenly
hits the brakes, swerves, or is hit by another car. Dogs
should ride either in the cab or in a secured crate in the
bed of the truck.

Watch Out For Fertilizers and Deadly Plants

Summer is often atime when people fertilize their lawns
and work in their gardens. But beware: Plant food,
fertilizer, and insecticides can be fatal if your pet ingests
them. In addition, more than 700 plants can produce
physiologically active or toxic substances in sufficient
amounts to cause harmful effectsin animals.

Say Bite-Free

With people and dogs spending more time outside, dog
bites are likely to increase in the summer months.
Spaying or neutering your dog reduces the likelihood
that he will bite and provides many other health benefits.

I dentification

Make sure your pet is aways wearing a collar and
identification tag. If you are separated from your pet, an
ID tag may very well be hisor her ticket home.

Water Wisdom

Pets and pools can equal disaster. Prevent free access to
pools and aways supervise a pet in a pool. Provide
plenty of water and shade for your pets while they're
enjoying the great outdoors so they can stay cool.

Play It Safe on the 4th

Don't take your pets to crowded summer events such as
concerts or fairs. The loud noises and crowds, combined
with the heat, can be stressful and dangerous for pets.
For your pet's well being, leave her at home. Be
especially aware of these threats during holidays, such as
the Fourth of July.

Travel Tips

If you plan on traveling with your pet during the
summer, take the time to prepare for your friend in
advance. Many airlines have summer pet embargoes,
and most trains and ships do not allow pets other than
service animals. Be sure to check before making your
travel arrangements.

It only takes a little effort and afew precautions to make
sure the summer is a safe and happy time for everyone.
